th
, 2011, PROJECT ISLANDER conducted a Controlled Drugs and 

Substance Act search warrant on a Victoria Avenue residence, in the Town of Gananoque. 

Officers seized 53 marihuana plants from the residence, as well as equipment used in the process 

of growing marihuana indoors.  

 

A Gananoque female was located in the residence and has been charged with one count of 

possession of marihuana for the purpose of trafficking, and one count of Production of 

Marihuana.  

 

Officers are also trying to locate a Gananoque man from the same address in relation to the drug 

seizure.
