On Sunday March 13, 2011 members of the Gananoque Police Service and PROJECT 

ISLANDER executed a Controlled Drugs and Substance Act search warrant at a King 
Street East residence in the Town of Gananoque. 

 
Three male parties found within the residence were arrested and charged with 
Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking in a controlled substance (cannabis 

marihuana) All accused were released on a Promise to Appear in court at a later 
date.  The three persons arrested and charged were from the Gananoque area. 

 
Officers seized 170 grams of cannabis marihuana with a street value of $1,700.00, 
and other drug paraphernalia from the residence. 

 
PROJECT ISLANDER is a Joint Forces Drug Enforcement initiative consisting of 

Gananoque, Brockville and the Ontario Provincial Police Services. 
 
The Gananoque Police Service actively pursues any information which could lead to 

the arrest of anyone distributing illicit drugs.  The importance of executing warrants 
such as this reduces the amount of illicit drugs on the streets of Gananoque and 

provides for a safer community for everyone to live.
