News Items for the period between February 14™ and February 20", 2010
Officers of the Gananoque Police Service investigated 58 occurrences during the
seven day period ending February 20*, 2010. This included 11 criminal occurrences,
2 motor vehicle accidents and 4 calls to 911 for assistance. There were also numerous
Provincial Offence Notices issued and a number of cautions. Many of the Provincial
Offence Notices were for drivers operating a motor vehicle while using a hand held
communications device.

February 15", 2011

On the 28" of January, 2011 members of the Gananoque Police Service responded to
a complaint. As a result of an investigation a 17 year old female was arrested and
charged with Utter Threats to cause Bodily Harm and Breach of Probation. The
female was later released on a Promise to Appear.

On Sunday morning, February 20", 2011 at about 1 a.m. a male party was found
lying on the road in the area of 94 Garden Street, Gananoque. The male had serious
injuries and was transported to KGH where he remains in serious condition. The
Gananoque Police Service does not suspect foul play but is actively investigating this
incident and would like to speak to anyone who may have any information
concerning this matter.
